The oldest surviving tree planted by royalty in &aba is in
South Australia, but not in the Botanical Gardemst, along
North Terrace nor is it in any of the Parklands.

Would you believe, it still stands today on tberner of
Daranda Terrace & Luard Street in Milang on thershoof
Lake Alexandrina.

It was planted by the Duke of Edinburgh, Priddfred on
November 11 1867.

Our two lakes are named after the Prince’'s pgaren
Alexandrina & Albert

He was born in 1844 &
died in 1900, aged 56 years,
& was aged 23 years when
he visited Milang.

The Adelaide Hills were
alight with huge bonfires to
mark his arrival in Adelaide
& as he traveled to Milang

by coach he took control of the reins at Strathalbgder the
escort of the Milang 2nd Cavalry led by CaptaifRdnkine &
Cornet (junior officer) Gollan.

The historical cannon, which was the same as avathe
HMS Buffalo was fired in respect by the ten offigercharge
of the Milang Police Station, Mr. Dann.

The Prince & his entourage then crossed the dakine Pad-
dle Steamer “Queen” to McBeath’s landing at PoirdLihy
for a corroboree & on to Campbell Park for a hugptirip.
